Welcome to French-Vanila Labradors 


 

Though, I begin in Labradors in 1985. It took me 10 years and a lot of books mentoring, and research to be ready to start my kennel in 1995.  

I also felt my sons were old enough then that I could now do it right. Although, I have been in dogs all my life as when I started 1985 as I said I still had a lot to learn then and now, as if you ever think you know it all walk away you are dangerous. 

I am still trying to breed that perfect Lab I see in my head. 
  
I trained as a handler on Sulkies and Poodles. And worked some of the top dog kennels in CA (where I was born and raised) but I was always behind the scene. 

I like to introduce myself to prospective parents with first telling them what a puppy from me entails. And also include a little about my family and myself. 

I do not sell puppies I will keep an entire litter for as long as it takes to place my kids in the proper homes that matches his/her needs. What I do is make matches that benefit both my kids and my new families. Because, you become a member of our extended family when, we allow you to take one of our kids home. 

There is an in depth written and verbal screen:

There is approval:

There is a wait list of approx 2 years at present:

I, choose the puppy by the parent’s needs and my kids needs:

There is an adoption fee:

There is a lifetime contract and guarantee:

There is spay/neuter requirement for companion animals:

There is a co/own for life for intact show puppies:

I send home a canvas bag with each puppy. Inside you will find more than you need to be a good parent but I will be there 24/7 call me email me this baby is as important to me as you and when we ship him/her to you or you come to our home at 8 weeks to pick them up that is the START not the end of this journey. 

 Each litter is highly desired and each breed is done to bring or improve something in the bitch. I carefully trace out pedigrees and track the possible sires get (offspring) and health/genetics. I also track litter mates of any dog I am considering using as the health of his entire birth litter will determine the production of that dog. 
As two Excellent in OFA http://www.offa.org/  hip/elbow ratings can be a worse breed than a Fair and Good. As a Excellent OFA rating that had more than 25% HD in their birth litter is a worse breed than a Fair hip score that that had less than 25% HD show up in their birth litter. So a breeder has to do their homework good litters are not hit and miss. Getting a healthy brood that can live a disease free life takes a lot of work and a dedicated breeder AND stud dog owner. We all have to work together to see that the get we produce has the best odds in the favor we can from the two dogs we select to mate.

I do OFA’s on all dogs a Prelim (first exrays to see early bone and joint growth) is done at 1 year a finial at 2. I do Progressive Retinal Atrophy (PRA) http://www.animaleyecare.net/diseases/cerf.htm testing every year starting at 6 weeks. I test for Hearts http://www.offa.org/cardiacinfo.html Thriorids http://www.offa.org/thyinfo.html and DNA all dogs, to see what color they carry http://www.vetgen.com/canine-coat-color.html and through the Americvan Kennel Club (AKC) and Canadian Kennel Club (CKC) The Fédération Cynologique Internationale is the World Canine Organisation (FCI) And other Kennel registries in proving parentage and bloodline for myslef and my puppy parents.
Most breeders do not keep a stud dog we shop around for the best males to service our bitches and those of us that do keep stud dogs it does not mean we will use him on a particular bitch. Remember we breed for achieving more than puppies getting a litter of puppies is easy contributing to your own breeding program and better each generation along with bringing something to our breed is harder and that is why the backyard pet breeders or pet shop puppies are lacking both health and standard as the people who produced them cared not past a living litter. They do not even care what is to come of that litter once the dollars change hands. And in the long run your breeder will be the one who stays the course and the puppy's adoption fee will be far less than you paid for a pet shop puppy or may have to put into the health and maintenance of a badly bred pet maters attempt at pocketing some easy cash.
OK here goes the bitch was bred the post partum and early vet care resulted in her carrying a healthy litter. Puppy day at my house!!!!!!

I am gonna paste here from a past litter so you will have some idea what goes on and also what my Litter log will look like, also each puppy will have their individual Log that with the Litter Log  as well as weekly pix/videos for each puppy.

THE BABIIES ARE HERE!!!!!!!!

 

What a night, what an ordeal. we had to work for a few. But they are
here. a few more then we thought, but all welcome. To go through the
adventure. My litter log is below. Also filmed it and took loads of pix.

INTRODUCING OUR KIDS
French-Vanila’s Litter Log
Aug. 29th 1999


Dam: French-Vanila’s My Fancy French Vanila Wafer
OFAGood, eyes clear
Sire: Can Ch.Lindenhall’s McIlwain Protégé
Hips no sign HD, Canadian registry, eyes clear

This litter was some time in the making. One missed AI (artificial
Insemination) and a full blown false. A trip to Canada and back again
but they are finally here!

The fist one she whelped in her crate, just like with her first litter.
But unlike her first litter where a very mad girl let me know she was
stuck in her sack with a loud scream that brought me from my bed. The
first pup this time arrived silent and with no indication he was here. I
had a funny feeling that I should take the screws out of the crate and
open it up so we would not have a puppy born I was not aware of. Since
it looked like she was going to have that fist pup in the crate.

She had dug two deep holes in the back yard and held off on delivering
hoping to get to those holes and every potty break we had to drag her
out of them. Yesterday was cold and rainy and her holes were filled with
mud so every time she got out to get into them she was muddy and wet.
My husband John covered the one hole and we tried filling the other, 
but she kept going back to it.

Since she did not like (never has) the whelping box) we gave her, her
crate. This seemed to be a good second choice over the hole. But she
still longed for a chance to go out and dig in that mud. So after
several long walks that were not progressing her labor after three days
of it coming on. John took her to dig. And boy did she, she was a muddy
wet mess, but she was so happy and her contractions started up. But they were slight. John went to the store. I kept doing kennel business
online. Only a few feet from her in the crate. I checked her often, but
she was mostly sleeping. Which brings us to my feelings about removing
the top of the crate.

I found him breach, head still inside. A huge long pup, cold, and blue.
I delivered him and was sure he was dead. He was all-gray and mucus
membranes were white. This looked like a dead, not just a still pup. He
looked so bad. I checked his feet from deterioration. I was sure he had
been dead in the womb. But just as I was giving up, as this was why she
had struggled so long, she was pushing a dead pup through. And not only that he was a monster in size! The little monster made a slight gasp!

So we had a live puppy! We had to aspirate him he was full of fluid.
Swing and massage him to get out all the mucus. But though he was
rattley he was a fighter that you could see. John got home and helped
clear his airways and he started squeaking up a storm. He did not like
being roughed up at all and made his discomfort quite clear.

But he was alive and soon he was nursing. So first to arrive,

1. Baby Boy Orange
Born: 7:45 PM
Weight: 18oz
Details: breach (backward) cold blue puppy. Nursed after we got him
cleared. Big strong puppy.

If you would like to read any past Litter Logs as we have them all and we share every step of the way through each litter 
OK whelp is over. They are whelped in the living room under foot, where they will get accustomed to noise and people. My kids are handled by the family from birth and this makes them very people oriented. As you saw in the snipet of a past Litter Log above, once the bitch went well, I weigh each pup, I write sex, weight and anything else that is unique to that pup down in it's own personal Log. I also keep a daily Litter log, until 8 weeks then I write in it as needed I write in each puppy's Log weekly at first and then as needed after 8 weeks. I try and use the day they were born to evaluate, groom and train and enter new comments into each puppy's Log. But when they come on a weekend I chose another day, but that day stays my regular groom evaluation day. I also tag each pup with a colored ribbon at birth. Why the puppy in the example above is Baby Boy Orange he had an orange ribbon. 

The ribbon is checked every day and changed, as it needs to be, so as not to choke the kids. I keep every ribbon and add it to my puppy pack for the new parents when I place my kid in his/her new home. 

I cut nails starting at one week (when the nails are no longer soft). I Use regular people clippers until they are old enough (about 3 mo.) to have nails too tough to cut with them. To start nails is easy. I just hook the small piece of nail that catches in the clippers. When you place the clippers on the nail and gently pull back, when it catches that is where you cut. I cut nails every week. This helps form the well-arched "cat" paw that you see in show rings. (I send information in my puppy packet to teach all my parents to do this and how to use the Dremel as the puppy gets older) 

I start weekly grooming at two weeks. I teach all the puppies with their eyes open (I wait a few days for puppies with out their eyes open) to lay flat out on their back,  

by placing my face against their belly as we go down against the table. Saying "trust me" I will repeat this until the pup will let me leave him/her on their back and raise my head. All my puppies are Alpha Trained. The program I designed and wrote, Alpha Respect which is part of your puppy pack is what you use on the pup as he/she grows.

This program teaches them to let a vet lay them down (I do not like dogs especially big ones who are out of control at the vet) I always say good boy/girl! After every procedure I put them through and when they are older that is followed by a treat. My dogs do NOT require sedatives to be x-rayed for OFAs because of this early training,
I comb their hair and check each one over, weigh and record any changes in their litter and personal Log. I also note shy, outgoing, and crybaby things like that and whether or not eyes are open, every week. 

At three weeks I start to teach open your mouth (needed as future show dogs or to brush teeth or just be examined) I start brushing teeth at 4 weeks old. Your puppy will be started on potty training and know what it is like to brush teeth when they go home.
At four weeks I will also give a call name and will start interacting with them in personal one on one play to see each ones personality and note it in their puppy and litter log. I also continue to note weight every week in their individual log. We weigh daily for growth charts until 8 weeks then puppies left are weighed weekly. 

I may start to supplement food intake with a puppy mix at three-four weeks depending on litter size and the dam's milk supply. 
  
At five weeks I teach clap and come.  

This is done by having someone take the puppy across the room me clapping, calling the call name and seeing the puppy’s reaction, did he/she come happily, sit an cry, run the other way etc. I note it all. 

At six weeks I will start to allow social contact with other people, but only out of my puppy area and with their shoes off and hands washed. I had Parvo brought to my kennel one year and now. Anyone wanting to see my kids sees them on video until 4 weeks then they see them in a playpen, but can not touch them. That can take place after first puppy shot and their 6-week birthday. Eyes will also be checked at that age for PRA as I stated above. 

I will also start feeding regularly the noon meal at six weeks. 

At seven weeks we will start feeding the noon and evening meal as well at eight weeks most of the pups are completely off the dam and being fed four meals a day by me. I also start to do evaluation test on retrieability, pack status, pick of the litter (Who I will keep) etc. 

At seven weeks I start to teach out side potty training.  I use the dam and alpha (lead pup) to teach the gang. We all go out and at first they are not sure what to do. Sometimes taking a half-hour to get the message, but once mom and the alpha get it, puppies are quick to copy their lead. I teach "Go potty" to wet and "More" for them to move their bowels. I tell new families to use those words to continue the training. 

I take puppies out every half-hour during the day and after every meal or play session. Pups are started on heartworm preventive and Microchiped. I let puppies go home at 8-10 weeks local 11 up for shipping, but will keep them longer if you request, for advanced social and potty training. Puppies I am holding back to run on are sometimes kept months; before I decide my choice and let the others go. On those puppies I teach basic obedience like sit, stay, and come. At four months I will lead break (leash train). 

Most show homes do not keep collars on our dogs, They only have them on when training or showing (show homes microchip and tattoo), but a pet puppy should be collar broke at about 10 weeks depending on when he/she goes to their new family. My puppies wearing ribbons the first part of their life easily take to a collar.
                                                                     
when placing puppies I have a long list of questions as I stated above. I do not let my puppies go to outdoors only homes because I want my kid to be with the family to bond properly and establish pack order and the new family as Alpha   
 (very important to get him/her to take direction) 

My puppies are reserved, but all must be screened. I place all companion pet puppies on limited registration. We stand behind every puppy we produce and track them for the life of that dog. We will accept him/her back at anytime for any reason and if they develop problems we are there with you. If you wish to keep the dog. We will also replace the dog with a new puppy if any testable fault to do with hips, eyes elbows shows up by 2 years and the dog is unable to function for the purpose it was acquired for. You DO NOT have to return the dog for this guarantee to be honored
All my dogs are guaranteed for eyes hips and elbow. And if reared/trained correctly, to have the original family personality we so covet in a Lab and all my kids will settle down at maturity (around 3-4) just like any other Lab. But Labs like all dogs need to be trained and need a strong Alpha to lead them. 

I also inform all my perspective parents that owning a Lab is a lot of work they are high energy, and a have a long adolescence. They will not grow into that perfect dog. It takes work. Work on the breeder's part of selecting the best he/she could in producing that litter. Work in the breeder's dedication at starting the litter out right. And work on the part of the new family in continuing both the physical and mental training of the pup. In order for you to see a well-rounded well-adjusted adult. A Lab pup needs attention, and time. He/she also needs you to stay motivated and keep your since of humor. Because it will seem like you are losing more then you win. But keep on task, keep at it and the rewards outweigh all the hard work, and hair pulling, when he/she is grown. 

I send a copy of the clearances, AKC (and other Kennel registries as relevant) registration papers and parents pictures. The next panned litter is with 

French-Vanila's Pepermnt Cream (Punky)  
Abe (CAN CH. Lone Oaks On Wings As Eagles ) 
I am currently taking reservations on this litter My next litter will be all yellow (both parents are buff) Litter should be in the lighter yellow range. 
 Our next Litter is due late July  2000 
  
I also send a copy of the pictures from birth I send a copy of the litter Log and a copy of that puppy's Log. I send a manual for early puppy care and my obedience-training manual. I send the history of the Labrador, the standard, A bunch of other Lab "read me" stuff. Litter scented blankets and more. As I said a canvas bag full.
A health guarantee from the vet, my written contract and guarantee Feeding schedule and food. You also get me anytime you need to brag or to ask questions. Some of my close parents have become friends. 

I will gladly give names and numbers of my Lab parents as references. 

 I send birthday cards and Christmas cards as well as a 6mo. "what is new" with the kids letter to my parents. Then yearly for those that keep in touch. I also send copies of all the latest pictures that I have of all the kids so everyone can see how the brothers and sisters have changed. And my Kennel news Letter
I want all my parents to give me at least a yearly report. I also would love pictures. I make an album for each litter to show off. I also like copies of, puppy class certif. or any ribbons or awards or anything I can put in copier. And I can put in the album or Newsletter. And at two years I require the findings of the OFAs and eye examines. Both for my kennel, and my peace of mind. 

I take a $200 reserve fee from each person on my reserve list and tell them they could have an up to, two-year wait for the next litter. I also state I have the option of refunding anytime up until that pup walks out the door, should I feel that the person is not the type I wish to place a pup with. 

Puppies are $600-800 typically and up. I price for litter status and grade of each pup. And if showing is your goal I will try to accommodate you to the best of my breeder eye, but we can not guarantee a pup will turn out a showable dog only that he/she stood out as a show potential in my estimation. I send show potential puppies to new homes on full registration to breeders or show homes. And on Special co-owns to possible show homes. If you want to show but are not in a breeder or in a show home class. You can show your pup with a Special Co-ownership with us, before they are cleared at 2 years. 

I will reserve in three ways for pets I reserve by either my making a match by your list of wants or you choosing a pup out of the ones I provide that met your needs, by your pick number in the reserve line. Puppies going to pet homes are sent either on limited or puppies I deem pet quality on a spay/neuter contract. 

Show I will place my best pups according to picks by the show homes. (And I rarely require a screen, just two other breeder references) I will also place select bitch pups on a co/own. If you would like any information on that let me know. But she/he must be shown. Occasionally I will also want to place a certain dog and or bitch pups and retain breeding rights. 
 
Let us know if you are interested in our next, or any future litters we may produce. Also if you are, are you interested in showing, possible showing, or pet only? 

For long distance adoptions I will screen, you over the phone. If you think you would be interested, but still require a filled out screen for my records. I will send you copies of parents/perspective parent’s paperwork/pix for $5.00 to cover coping and postage cost. 

To screen over the phone you may call me at (503) 363-4838. I would want to talk to you a few times and ask for you to make a list of questions that you would like answered. Also a list of what you are looking for in a pup/dog. I will ask you a little about our breed. See what you know, what you have read. Why do you want a Lab? What is your lifestyle family life like etc? 

I will accept email labs@french-vanilla.com  as a phone alternative for most of the conversation, but would like to speak to you at least once before I ship a pup to you. For local please feel free to visit- my girls love to show off themselves. 

A little about me: 

I was born in San Diego. I am a professionally trained groomer. I have been a vet assistant and ran a show kennel, before I married in 1980. 

After I married my husband, John and I saw the country when my husband was in the Air Force. Our first son was born in Denver. Then we went to Miami where my second son was born at Homestead AFB (that Andrew blew away, I have first hand pix from friends whose Home blew away there). 

Spent a couple of years in Idaho at Mt home (sounds nice, is not) AFB where we lived on base and I got my first Lab. A black that turned out to be fieldly, and looking at her pups, man did I need to learn a lot. Then and still learning. 

Then from there to Klamath Falls Oregon a small town of 17000 in 1985. We stayed ten years. I had two blacks, three yellows and a chocolate over that time. As well as raised Yorkie Terriers, but I lost too many of those. It broke my heart. So retied showing and raising Yorks in 1995
  
And I just concentrated on getting better and in devoting myself in the Labrador world. In both the learning and designing what I wanted in a Lab. Punky from  1996 litter is very close. I am expecting a litter with great coats heads and angles from this bitch.  
                                                                                 
My husband John who is a Director of IS left base for the first time since 1981 (he got out after Desert Storm, but stayed to work for General Dynamics and then Lockheed after he left the service) In 1995 he took the position here in Salem Oregon. Our first time without base people or the military life. I have consoled myself with making a lot of Lab friends and trying to establish myself as a breeder here. 

I am involved in Lab rescue (see my Pick of the Litter company at 
http://www.french-vanilla.com/.html as well all animal rescue. We also have started a Lab rescue ourselves here to help the over flow and the fact that Salem has no formal Lab rescue. Our page is at French-Vanila's Rescue page I worked for the Humane Society Animal Rescue team as a teen and I continue to rescue all animals. I own a Lab email list called Labchat. Feel free if you would like to join to contact me. 
My girl from my first litter as French-Vanila, Missy (French-Vanila's Miss America) went to Canada for Mary Keslo of Snowyriver Labradors to show. She brought back ribbons, but was pulled to breed.  

Canada is where I found Mac daddy of my last litter  (Can Ch Lindenhall’s McIlwain Protégé). His great grand sire is the top all time winning dog in Canada and his sire is the all time champion producing stud dog in Canada. A very big pair of paws for my own litter to fill. 

If you would like to check out these kennels Ebonylane and Lindenhall are foundations in Canada. Mac is a Canadian champion and is one major from his US championship. Mac’s great grand sire is AM-CAN Ch. Ebonylane's Buccaneer Gold CD (Bucky). SOUNDNESS AND HEALTH GURANTEE: There is no 100% guarantee when dealing with living animals and not all problems are totally genetically caused. French-Vanila, having in good conscience bred this litter from sound genetic stock agrees to the following: If the puppy is diagnosed as having hip dysphasia or heritable eye disease within the first 26 months of life. And the problem is severe enough to interfere with the dog's ability to function as a pet. French-Vanila will, with the option of independent examination by a veterinarian of our choice offer a 100% refund. The undersigned may keep the dog or we will take it back. 

Between 26 months and 5 years, if the dog is diagnosed as having hip dysphasia or heritable eye disease. And the problem is severe enough to interfere with the dog's ability to function as a pet French-Vanila will, with the option of independent examination by a veterinarian of our choice offer a replacement puppy free of charge out of the next available litter, again surrender of the above dog is not required. And we will be there to help out in whatever way we can to make the dog’s life the highest quality it can be post diagnosis

French-Vanila stands behind each puppy for life.
The owner may keep the original dog, bearing all the expense of any necessary treatment with a 100% refund up until 26 months of age. If refund if forfeited French-Vanila will assist in medical cost.

French-Vanila will after 26 months assist in medical coast if needed. Whether a replacement puppy is or is not accepted by the undersigned, And  if required for any reason any time in the dogs life breeder will assist in placing the dog in another home if possible, or dog may be returned to the breeder. Hip guarantee will be voided if dog is subjected to excessive physical stress prior to 18 mo. of age. And or is bred prior to certification (except in special cases where French-Vanila agreed to accept prelims, from breed/show homes) or was sold to a pet home and bred or sold on limited and bred prior to lifting the limited registration. Or was bred on a spay/neuter contract Or is overweight or kept in poor condition. 

French-Vanila Labradors will refund $500 of original puppy price for conformation or field title as a thank you and congratulations for a job well done.

1.  Your French-Vanila puppy/dog will receive proper veterinary care, including annual vaccinations throughout its lifetime and be placed on heartworm medication and flea preventive. 

2. Your French-Vanila puppy/dog will have appropriate shelter, food and water; will not be "chained out" at any time, will not be allowed to run free. Or live in an outdoor kennel run.

3. Undersigned agrees to return the French-Vanila puppy/dog along with the AKC (other registration) papers, if for any reason they no longer can keep above /puppydog.  Breeder may elect to keep the dog, or will place dog at market value, if possible.  If any money is received for the dog, minus any expenses, i.e. boarding, feed, veterinarian bills, the balance, if any, will be refunded to the Undersigned listed above.
